In 1991 the City Council adopted an updated Comprehensive Plan that included, for the first time an
Urban Design element. Subsequently a Corridor Plan was adopted in 1994 and was followed by the
adoption of a Corridor Plan implementation strategy in 1995. The plan included a cohesive strategy for
citywide aesthetic improvements such as median plantings, traffic signal ornamentation, mast arm
signage, entryway monuments, railroad crossing enhancements, streetlight banners and median pavers..
During the | ate 19906 s initimdincludiegetie Neigebbrhoad Enbancengpnt
Matching Grant Program, Old Downtown Intersection Improvements, Gateway Monument Program and
the Median Beautification Retrofit Program.

In 2009 the City Council Redevelopment Sub Committee requested an overall assessment of corridors as
they exist today, as well as a proposed prioritization of future corridor aesthetic projects. The overall
assessment was a twofold process. First a v
define their scope of median beautification. The survey looked at median end cap treatments, monument
signs, median shrub plantings, and median tree plantings. The second step included benchmarking the
median standards of other cities to determine installation costs and costs of ongoing maintenance of
upgraded median standards, as well as a comparison of current ongoing costs of maintaining Carrollton
medians to upgraded standards and comparable cities' standards.

The City Council agreed to a corridor prioritizationredule which places the Sandy Lake, Whitlock
Keller Springs corridor at the top of the list.

The grouping of trees planted in the wide medians on Sandy Lake Road was a result of tree mitigation due
to a street improvement off Marsh lane which left little area in which to plant new trees. Opportunities
exist along Whitlock in the right of way areas of the Dallas Water Utilities Complex and along several
residential lots with Whitlock frontage. Currently plans are in process to plant trees in the medians along
Keller Springs where the street was improved just east of Kelly Blvd. During the reconstruction process
water taps and sleeving between medians were implemented in anticipation of irrigating future tree
plantings. The Sandy Lake, Whitlock and Keller Springs corridor is particularly important in that it serves
as a major connector serving Coppell, Carrollton, IH-35E, SH-190 and the Addison Tunnel. This corridor
will continue to see an increase motor traffic as growth continues and the arrival of light rail service in
December 2010. Providing a visually enhanced driving experience is a positive way to make Carrollton a
memorable place.

Al t hough there wild.l be both installation a
visually enhancing the corridors will add to the sustainability of the community through the use of drought
tolerant plant materials, the replacement of tree canopy previously lost through construction or life span
and the installation of uniform and easily maintainable physical features.
